Key Responsibilities

e Monitoring campers to ensure compliance with camp rules and prevent accidents.

e Providing First Aid when necessary and reporting and recording details of incidents, such as
accidents or rule violations, to parents and camp staff. St John’s Ambulance First Aid training
is provided during training.

e Learning emergency and Health and Safety procedures and enforcing camp rules.

e Experience working with children (age 7-13).
e Knowledge of Visual Arts — ability to work with a variety of artistic mediums (experience with
clay or glass is an asset). Candidates who are invited to interview will be asked

to submit photographs of 1-3 artworks they have made.
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e Strong communication skills and leadership qualities.
e Public Speaking — comfortable speaking in front of a group.
e Responsible and positive, with an upbeat and friendly personality.

e Bilingual (French and English) is an asset but not a requirement.
